Tricky words are frequently used words that are not decodable at this 
phase.

Content and Thinking Skills
Describing bees and the activities of bees in making beeswax and 
honey. Discussing the child’s own experience or interactions with bees 
in their garden or in the wild.

Building Science Background
Learning the name of and identifying the key characteristics of a 
common insect. Also of note for wider science discussion: bees are 
vitally important for humans in terms of their ability to pollinate plants. 
Bees are under threat from human activities.
