- Talk

Before Reading:

* Look at the front cover and read the title together.

» Get the children to describe the illustrations.

 Help the children with vocabulary to assist with language development.
» Ask the children to suggest what is going to happen in the story.

Reading and Responding:

« While looking through, discuss what is happening on each page.
 Help the children identify the characters in the book.

After Reading:

Ask the class questions related to the story, for example:

¢ Ask children which popular story this book is based on.

* Is the story the same or has it changed?

« Using the illustrations, help the children to retell the main events of
the story.

 Discuss why the Three Bears are upset with Goldilocks.

» Challenge children to find words to describe how Goldilocks is feeling
when she wakes up to the bears.
